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Nightingale’ s works, Subsidiary Notes as to the Introduction of Female
Nursing into Military Hospitals in Peace and War (hereafter Subsidiary Notes), Notes on Hospitals,
and Notes on Nursing, were written shortly after the Crimean War. Subsidiary Notes and Notes on
Hospitals were based on war reports and show the influence of Nightingale’ s experiences during the
Crimean War. Notes on Hospitals was published in three editions, but the contents of the first and
third editions are quite different. The lack of a key system described in the first edition led to
the subsequent development of a system of nursing. Subsidiary Notes and Notes on Hospitals
reassessed nursing by women, which led to the writing of Notes on Nursing for a general audience.
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
